These three black beauties were rescued by the C.A.R.E. staff about a month ago - mom, Nuri, and her two baby
girls, Guri and Simone. Nuri and her pups were abandoned on some vacant land behind the C.A.R.E. Sanctuary
behind a pile of brush. The staff didn't realize they were even there until they heard the puppies crying. They
found an extremely frightened and guarding Nuri with 5 pups - 3 of whom were already dead. Nuri is still very
mistrustful and frightened. We are working to gain her trust and help her know she is safe, but it may take some
time. She is a very unusual but beautiful looking doggie with large stand-up ears, a long muzzle and piercing brown
eyes. Her surviving pups are now thriving and have probably tripled in size in a month. We guesstimate Nuri may
be part English Bull Terrier (think Spuds McKenzie dog) and maybe black lab; not sure but she is an adorable dog.
We think maybe the puppies are something similar but will probably be a lot bigger than momma. The pups and
mom are hoping for a loving forever home(s); could that be yours?
